 6 arrows shot per end and 10 zone scoring will be used. 
 Pure Carbon Shaft are NOT permitted 
 Entry Fee = Senior £ 7:50 Junior £6:50 
 This includes a free* barbeque for competitors. 

   For those not shooting Barbeque will cost £4:00 
 Please bring own beverages. 
 It is essential that each person in attendance brings their own torch 
 Arrive 19:30, 
 Barbeque served 20:00   
 Assembly 21:00

 Parking available on site 
 No dress code requirement ie rule 307 does not apply
